1. Frequently in works of fiction (novels, plays, narrative poems) an important character violates the laws, the conventions, the rules of conduct in a society.  In presenting such characters and actions, an author’s purpose may be

a) to arouse our sympathy for the character who is violating the rules of society;

b) to divide our interest sharply between sympathy for the character and desire to support the principles of society;

c) to arouse our “satiric mirth” at the character who is violating the principles of society;
