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This is a three to five page analysis of The Stranger through the perspective of one of six philosophical schools of thought: Taoism, Calvinism, Stoicism, Utilitarianism, Existentialism, and Platonic Realism. This should be an analytical discussion that compares and contrasts the actions of the characters within The Stranger to the tenets of a specific philosophy.

Some questions that might be addressed include: Do characters act for the greater good? (Utilitarianism) Are the characters authentic? (Existentialism) Do characters have clear unfiltered perspectives of the world? (Platonic Realism) Do characters forego overly emotional responses to the world? (Stoicism) Are characters accepting of the polarities in the world and participate seamlessly and without judgment? (Taoism) Do characters accept the existence of a higher being and their pre-destiny? (Calvinism)

An understanding of the tenets of a specific philosophy and a close reading of The Stranger are needed for successful completion of this paper. Consider characterization, imagery, action, dialogue, style, structure, etc. in your analysis.

The paper should include the following:

· MLA formatting

· Works Cited

· Parenthetical references

· Name of authors and titles of texts discussed

· No spelling or grammatical errors

The final will be scored on the VSD senior paper rubric, which considers: content, word choice, sentence fluency, organization, voice, conventions, and documentation.
