CEDE/CEED – go, yield, give away

The root SE, meaning “apart”, combines with the root CEDE, meaning “to go”, to form the word “secede”, which means to withdraw formally from an organization, alliance, political party, or federation. The US Civil War started when the southern states seceded from the Union.

Antecede (an’ tuh sed) [ANTE = before + CEDE = to go] – Verb – to come, to go, or to exist before in time, order, rank, or position. Pronouns substitute for nouns that antecede them.
Antecedent (an tuh sed’ unt) [ANTE = before + CEDE = to go] – Noun – One that goes before another; also one’s ancestors; and, in grammar, the word, phrase, or clause that determines what a pronoun refers to. She followed in her antecedent’s footsteps and became a lawyer.

Exceed (eks sed’) [EX = out + CEED = to go] – Verb – to extend beyond or outside of. The apple on the tree exceeds her reach.

Intercede (in’ ter sed) [INTER = between + CEDE = to go] – Verb – to plead on another’s behalf. Roberto always intercedes in his neighbors’ disputes.

Precede (pre’ sed) [PRE = before + CEDE = to go] – Verb – to come, go, or exist before in time, order, rank, or position. The singing of the national anthem always precedes the start of our assemblies.

Precedent (pre suh dent) [PRE = before + CEDE = to go] – Noun – an occurrence that is used as an example in dealing with similar instances at a later time. The teacher set a precedent in how she would help failing students by allowing them to retake tests for the first time.

Proceed (pro sed’) [PRO = before + CEDE = to go] – Verb – to continue. Deandra will proceed with her college education despite losing her financial aid.

Recede (re sed’) [Re = back +  CEDE = to go] – Verb – to move back or away from. Every year, the man saw his hairline recede a little bit more. Poor baldy.

Retrocede (re tro’ sed) [RETRO = back + CEDE = to go] – Verb – to give back, to return. After WWII ended, Germany had to retrocede the territory it had occupied during the war.
Secede (suh sed’) [SE = apart + CEDE = to go] – Verb – to withdraw formally from membership in an organization, association, political party, or alliance. In 1860, South Carolina was the first southern state to secede from the Union.

Succeed (suk sed’) (SUB = next, after + CEED = to go) – Verb – to come after in time or order. King George VI succeeded to the throne after his brother. Also, to have a favorable result. Elaine will succeed in running the marathon since she practices regularly.
