EQU - equal


If you’re looking for a climate that’s equally pleasant in summer and winter, you’re looking for an equable climate.  If you’re eager for spring, you’re waiting for the spring equinox, when day and nights are equal.  If you want a fair settlement of a legal case, you want an equitable settlement.  And if you can remain equally calm and composed under pleasant or unpleasant circumstances, you’re able to maintain your equanimity. 

Adequate (ad’ I kwut) [AD to + EQU equal] – equal to what is required; sufficient.  I was sure my preparation for that exam was adequate.

Equable (ek’ wuh bul) – equal at all times; unvarying.  Hawaii has an equable climate, equally pleasant in summer and winter.

Equanimity (e kwuh nim’ uh tee) [EQU equal + ANIM mind] – evenness of mind or temper; composure.  No matter what happened, she always maintained her equanimity.

Equate (I kwaat) – to represent as equal.  It’s not possible to equate money and happiness.

Equator (I kwat’ ur) – a line equally distant at all points from the north and south pole. The ship sailed across the equator at noon.

Equilateral (ee kwuh lat’ ur ul) [ EQU equal + LATER side] – having equal sides.   He drew an equilateral triangle on the board.

Equilibrium (ee kwuh lib’ re um) [EQU equal + LIBR balance] – a state of balance.  When the horse swerved, the boy lost his equilibrium and fell off.

Equinox (ee’ kwuh noks) [EQU equal + NOX night] – lit.  equal night; the time of year when the sun crosses the equator and day and night are of equal length.  The spring equinox on March 21 marks the beginning of spring.

Equitable (ek’ wuh tuh bul) – reasonable; fair; just.  They achieved an equitable settlement out of court.

Equity (ek’ wuh tee) – an ownership right to property.  Because they had paid so little on the mortgage, they had little equity in the house.

Equivalent (I kwiv’ u lent) [EQU equal + VOC voice] –lit. equal in value, force, or meaning.  The prize was equivalent to a month’s wages.

Equivocal (I kwiv’ uh kul) [EQU equal + VOC voice] –lit. having equal voices; capable of interpretations.  Her equivocal reply was so carefully worded that the members of each faction thought she favored them.
Equivocate (I kwiv’ uh kaat) [EQU equal + VOC voice] –lit. to use equal voices; to make statements with two possible meanings in order to mislead.  The candidate equivocated so much that it was impossible to tell where he stood on any issue.
