LOG – speech, word

Words containing the root LOG have to do with speech. A monologue is a speech by one person. A dialogue is speech between two or more people. A prologue is a speech before a play, and an epilogue is a speech after it. (Note that all of these words can also be spelled without the ue ending.) 

Analogous (uh nal´ uh gus) [ANA according to + LOG speech, reason] – similar in some ways but not in others. The wings of a bird and those of an airplane are analogous, having a similar function but a different origin and structure. 

Analogy (uh nal´ uh je) [ANA according to + LOG speech, reason] – resemblance in some particulars between things otherwise unlike. To get his point across, the professor used the following analogy: Cutting classes is like paying for a hamburger and then walking away without eating it. 

Apology (a pol´ uh je) [APO away + LOG speech] – lit. a speaking away; a speech expressing regret for a fault or offense. I offered him an apology for my rude behavior. 

Dialogue (di´ uh log) [DIA between + LOG speech] – speech between two or more people; a conversational passage in a play or narrative. After a long dialogue, we finally resolved our difficulties.

Doxology (dok sol´ uh je) [DOX praise + LOG speech] – a hymn or expression of praise to God. The best-known doxology is the one sung in Protestant churches, beginning “Praise God from whom all blessings flow.”

Epilogue (ep´ uh log) [EPI on + LOG speech] – a speech directed to the audience at the conclusion of a play. Shakespeare’s plays often end with an epilogue spoken by one of the characters.
Monologue (mon´ uh log) [MONO one + LOG speech] – a speech by one person; a soliloquy. The monologue beginning “Is this a dagger which I see before me?” helps reveal Macbeth’s character. 

Prologue (pro´ log) [PRO before + LOG speech] – a speech before a play. Romeo and Juliet begins with a prologue that summarizes the story for the audience. Also, any introductory event. The fancy appetizers were the prologue to an excellent dinner. 

Travelogue (trav´ uh log) [TRAVEL journey + LOG speech] – a speech or film about travel. We heard a travelogue about Greenland.
