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TELE – far

Any word containing TELE will have far in its meaning. Such words as telephone, telegraph, and television have become so common that we say them without thinking about what they really mean.

Telegraph (tel´ uh graf) [TELE far + GRAPH to write] – lit. an instrument for (far) writing; a system for transmitting messages by electric impulses sent through a wire or converted into radio waves. Western Union offices were originally called the telegraph offices.
Telemetry (tuh lem´ uh trē) [TELE far + METER measure] – the automatic measurement and transmission of data by radio from far away, as from space vehicles to a receiving station. Reports of the weather on Mars came to the research center in California by telemetry.

Telepathy (tuh lep´ uh thē) [TELE far + PATH feeling] – lit. far feeling; the supposed communication between two people far apart by other than normal sensory means. Because they so often thought of the same thing at the same time, they were convinced it was telepathy.

Telephone (tel´ uh fōn) [TELE far + PHON sound] – an instrument for transmitting sounds from far away. Alexander Graham Bell invented the telephone.

Telescope (tel´ uh skōp) [TELE far + SCOP to look] – an instrument for looking at far objects. We looked at the moon through a telescope.

Television (tel´ uh vizh un) [TELE far + VIS to see] – an instrument for seeing images from afar. Television was unknown in the first part of the twentieth century.
