VER – true

If you doubt someone’s veracity, you doubt that person’s truthfulness.  If you speak of a veritable downpour of rain, you mean that is was truly a downpour. To verify something is to prove that is true. When jury members give a verdict [VER true + DICT to speak], they are literally speaking the truth. Even the little word very comes from VER and means truly.

Veracious (vuh ra’ shus) – truthful; accurate. The newspaper gave a veracious account of the incident.

Veracity (vuh ras’ uh te) – truthfulness. No one doubted her veracity.

Verdict (vur’ dikt) [VER true + DICT to speak] – lit. a speaking of the truth; the decision of a jury. The jury gave its verdict of not guilty.

Verifiable (ver’ uh fi uh bul) – capable of being proved true. None of his statements were verifiable.

Verification (ver ruh fuh ka’ shun) – establishment of the truth. Before cashing the check, the clerk asked for verification of the customer’s identity.

Verity (ver’ uh te) – a statement, principle, or belief that is considered to be established truth, as religious verities. Alone on the mountain, he had time to ponder the eternal verities.

Very (ver’ e) – truly, absolutely. (Limit your use of very in your compositions.) The restaurant is in the very heart of the city.
