VOC, VOKE – to call, voice

A convocation [CON together + VOC to call] is a calling together, an assembly.  It may begin with an invocation [IN in + VOC to call] - a calling for divine aid; and if the convocation is a college graduation then the graduates will be looking forward to their vocations; callings.  Later, after they are settled in their job, they will no doubt be thinking of avocations, or callings way from their jobs.

Advocate (ad’ vu kut) [ AD to + VOC to call] -- lit.  one called to give evidence; a person who pleads on another’s behalf or for a cause.  She was an advocate of free elections in his country. 

Avocation (av u ka’ shun) [ AB awy + VOC to call] – lit. a calling away; a diversion; a hobby. I spend almost as much time on my avocation as on my vocation.

Convocation (kahn vu kaa’ shun) [Con together + VOC to call] – lit. a calling together; an assembly.  I hope to get my degree at the spring convocation.

Evocative ( I vok’ uh tiv) [ E out + VOC to call] – lit. calling out; calling forth.  The sounds of the forest were evocative of his early camping days.

Evoke (I vook’) [E out + VOC to call] – lit. to call out; to call forth, as memories or feelings.  The smell of burning leaves always evoked memories of his childhood.

Invocation (in vuh kaa’ shun) [IN in + VOC to call] – lit. a calling for divine ad; an opening prayer.  The invocation was given by the dean.

Invoke (in vook’) [IN in + VOC to call] - lit. to call in; to call upon for aid or support.  The accused person invoked the Fifth Amendment.

Revocable (I rev’ uh k bul) [ IN not + RE back + VOC to call] – not capable of being called back; unalterable.  His decision was irrevocable.

Provocation (prahv uh kaa’ shun) [PRO forth + VOC to call] – something that calls forth irritation.  That child cries at the slightest provocation.

Provoke (pruh vook’) [PRO forth _ VOC to call] – to call forth; to bring about; to cause anger or irritation.  His constant complaining provokes me.

Revoke (ri vook’) [RE back + VOC to call] – to call back.  The company revoked its earlier offer.

Vocabulary (vo kab’ tuh ler ee) – lit. the words one can speak (call).  A large vocabulary is an asset in college.

Vocation (vo kaa’ shun) – a calling; an occupation or profession.  Are you pleased with your choice of vocation?

Vociferous (vioo sif’ ur us) [VOC voice + FER to carry] – lit.  carrying a loud voice;  noise.  The crowd at the rally made a vociferous protest against the location of the nuclear power plant.
